HOME TUITION GUIDELINES

We would appreciate it if you would take the time to read over and abide by the following guidelines to ensure that your child has the best learning environment while under our care.

After the initial meeting a teacher (or teachers) will be given your child’s details and a timetable for tuition.  They will contact the school, speak to the teacher/Head of Year and collect appropriate work and books.  Our aim is to follow the school’s schemes of work to promote as much continuity as possible.

SUPERVISION

PLEASE NOTE:  The school requires a parent, guardian, relative or other named adult to be IN THE HOME during all lessons as parents/guardians have legal responsibility for the child.  The parent/guardian must not leave the home while the teacher is there.  Should a situation arise when the parent/guardian needs to leave the home then schooling will also cease for the day at that time.
Lessons will not be given if a child is not well enough to leave the bedroom or if a child is unable to be dressed appropriately.  

CANCELLATIONS

If more than three consecutive lessons are cancelled a meeting with the Principal will be convened.  This may result in the matter being reported to the Belfast Education and Library Board and home tuition being withdrawn.

TIPS AND ADVICE

· Ensure that the teacher and your child have a desk or table in a quiet, smoke-free area of the home where work can be undertaken in an educational atmosphere.

· Try to avoid having friends or relatives visit at tuition times in order to promote effective periods of study.

· Please support other study times as your child may be given homework.
· If you have any pets, especially dogs, please ensure they are secured in a separate area throughout the session.
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HOME TUITION REVIEW

A six-weekly review of the home tuition will take place to evaluate the effectiveness of the provision and to ascertain if your child’s needs are being met in the best way possible.
